 A New and Improved Routing System! 
 Meals on Wheels is excited to announce that we are currently wrapping up plans 
to launch a new and improved method of preparing our daily routes!    
 Over the years, the current routing procedure has evolved and been tweaked to 
meet the changing needs of the program.  However, as we have made many forward 
and progressive changes in the past year to bring our program up to speed, our routing 
procedure is now at the top of our list.  With our number of active clients steadily 
growing it is time to make this exciting transition to ease this daily process.   
 By making some much needed changes in our routing process, it will allow our 
staff members to utilize their time and efforts more efficiently in areas of client aware-
ness and recruitment and other imperative program development efforts.   
 Below are a few of the highlights of the new routing process so you can better 
understand how it will positively effect our program and our volunteers!   
 

¶ Each day will consist of 25 set routes and 25 volunteer drivers. 
 
¶ Additional routes will be added as routes become too big and must be split, at 

which point a new volunteer driver will be added too.   
 
¶ Drivers will most likely be assigned their regular routes if you already have 

one, however, this is not guaranteed.  We will do our best! 
 
¶ “On Call” drivers will be assigned to each day, making it easier to find substi-

tutes when a regular driver cannot drive.  
 
¶ Drivers who drive multiple days a week may be asked to be an on-call driver 

on one day instead of being assigned to a set route. 
 
¶ Each driver will have the same route each week and be able to get to know 

the clients they deliver to.   
 
¶ Normal routes will consist of 5-10 stops, but may vary from week to week de-

pending on client cancellations that day.   
 
¶ Directions will be given from each destination to the next instead of all direc-

tions deriving from PVH.   
 
We are in the final stages of planning and working out the glitches of this new routing 
procedure and hope to launch it in early February.  In the meantime, if you have any
